Your purchase of a Wolo air filter for a high-pressure on-board air system is the perfect choice for an easy
and professional installation that will protect and keep your valuable horns in a good operating condition, pre-
venting dirt and rust from entering into the sound chamber. Wolo’s products are manufactured with the finest
materials.

Product Safety Information:

WARNING

1. Before installation of the mini air filter is attempted, it is important to read these instructions completely.
The lives of people are dependent on a proper installation of a vehicle’s horn or emergency sounding sys-
tem. The person installing this air filter must have knowledge of the proper method of connecting an air
hose to the vehicle's on-board air system. Again, read these instructions completely and note any mes-
sages marked “IMPORTANT” or “WARNING”. A safe installation will prevent serious injury or damage to
the vehicle.

The Model 813-FIL is engineered to protect the vehicle’s high-pressure on-board air system from dirt,

scale, oil vapors, and water. These contaminants can cause malfunction or loss of the vehicle’s horn.

* Install the air filter in an accessible location where it is safe from damage, puncture and engine manifold

heat.

* Eye protection should always be worn when performing maintenance on the on-board air system.

* Never connect the air filter to anything other than compress air.

* Do not expose this product to direct sunlight, radiant heat, heavy vibration, shock, chemicals, and vapors
from organic solvents, water, salt water or steam.

* Polycarbonate Bowl: To avoid leaks, rupture and / or damage that can cause personal injury or property
damage, never expose the internal parts or external housing to chemicals that are incompatible; Paint
thinner, Certain Alcohols, Aniline, Carbon Tetrachloride, Chlorinated Hydrocarbons, Chloroform, Esters,
Ethyl Acetate, Kerosene, Lactic Acid, Nitric Acid, Nucleic Acid, Organic solvents, Chemical Solvents,
Paints and fumes, Trichloroethylene, Compressor Oils containing Ester
based additives, Synthetic Oils and fumes with any of the above sub-
stances.

* All maintenance instructions must be followed to ensure proper and safe
system operation.

MOUNTING: (Fig. A)

2. Locate the desired area you wish to mount the air filter. IMPORTANT:
make sure the area directly under the air filter will not be affected if subject-
ed to water when the air filter is drained. For best results, the filter should
be mounted vertically. Use the air filter’'s mounting bracket as a template,
mark the two hole locations and drill to size 3/16”. NOTE: Make sure the air
hose from the on-board air system’s tank is facing the filter’s fitting marked
“IN”. If the air hose from the on-board tank aligns with the filters “OUT” fitting, the mounting bracket needs
to be relocated to the opposite side of the filter. When relocating the bracket the air hose from the on-board
tank will align with the “IN” fitting, preventing any sharp bends of the air hose. Simply remove the two
Phillips head screws that secure the bracket to the filter, relocate the bracket to the opposite side and
secure using the same screws. Secure the air filter to the selected mounting location using the screws pro-
vided.
